Insight article idea’s / options

Total word count should be about 900 – 1000 words
The insight articles are based on a specific topic or theme. The format could include any of the following:

1. An article on any topic
Best for: a formal and insightful viewpoint on the given topic
	Structure: 
· Introduction to the topic
· Main body – viewpoints / opinions on the topic
· Conclusion / closing


2. Letter or personal essay
Best for: Empowering / inspiring the reader using first-person storytelling
Structure:
· Written as a letter or essay from the participant
· Could be titled “Letter to My Younger Self”, “What I’ve Learnt”, “If Only I had Known”, “Thank You for Taking Me Under your Wing” etc
· Very personal, emotional resonance


3. A Day / Week / Month in the Life of…. Spotlight
Best for: A behind-the-scenes, immersive view of the participant’s routine and environment when working on a deal
Structure:
· Follow the participant through a typical day / week / month – from first coffee of the day, soccer / ballet practise, client meetings, family dinners to late night emails to client
· Could take the format of journal-type musings
· Blend work schedule with personal reflections and quotations / musings
· This is a good way to humanize high-powered roles


4. “Behind the Deal” Deep Dive
Concept: Tell the story of a deal or transaction through the lens of a woman leading it. Focus on strategy, conflict, negotiation and resolution. The exact parties to the transaction do not need to be named and can be referred to in generic terms such as a construction company, private equity consortium etc etc.
Structure:
· Start with a high-stakes moment
· Reconstruct the steps to closing
· Reflect on leadership, risk-taking and impact
· Title the piece could be something like “The Anatomy of a Deal: Closing a Tough Transaction”

5. Mentor – Mentee Dual Feature
Concept: Highlight the relationship between a senior woman and a rising talent. Showcase how mentorship shapes careers and creates intergenerational leadership.
Structure:
· Parallel mini profiles with quotes from both women
· Discuss how they met, what they’ve learned and how they support one another
· Title idea: “Women Who Lift: Inside the Mentorship of [Name] and [Name]”
